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INSTALLATION RECOMMENDATION

— Measure position of wall outlets and
record on wall element

— Cut out recess for fi ttings with carbide
router bit/can drill bit

— Cutting springs from solid surface ma-
terial

— Insert the tongue into the groove of the
shower wall

— If two shower walls meet, the external
spring must not extend beyond the edge
of each wall

— Piecing external spring

B1 - Check the position of the holes

B2 - Insert springs

B: Assembly and installation of the shower walls
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—Installing shower wall with glass
suction cups on a test basis

— Insert connecting springs between the
back walls

B3 - Checking shower wall

B4 - Attach auxiliary blocks

— Prepare bonding:
Attach wooden blocks to both sides of
the joint with hot glue.

Important: Keep a distance of approx. 20
cm between the wooden blocks in order
to have enough space for the clamps.

— Observe minimum distance of 45mm to
fl oor and edge

— Remove the rear panels again, take out 
springs and prepare edges
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Preparation of the adhesive edges

Using a hard sanding block and 180 grit sandpaper, remove all adhesive edges and approx. 20 mm of the adjacent
Sand the surfaces to remove all impurities. Remove the resulting grinding dust with compressed air.

 Important: Do not touch the adhesive edges after grinding.

B5 - Prepare edges

Prepare edges in the following steps:

— Prepare edges with sandpaper (180
grit) 

— Remove grinding dust with compressed
air

Keep edges free of grease and dirt (avoid 
touching the edges)!

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B6 - Apply construction adhesive selevtively

— Elastic polyurethane based adhesive
 (Ø 5 cm, thickness 1,5-2 cm) 

Apply to the wall at a distance of approx. 
15 cm.

B7 - Apply solid surface adhesive

— Apply solid surface adhesive in front and 
behind the groove on the riser of the 
shower tray in the are of the back wall to 
be bonded.

— Insert external spring
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B8 - Putting on the shower wall

— Put on prepared shower wall with the 
help of the fl ass suction cups

— Solid surface adhesive in created Insert 
joint

 Important: 
The adhesive must fl ow out over the en-
tire joint, which will be sanded off  later

B9 - Clamp wall and check position

— Set wooden clamps and support set

Important:
Fix wooden strip with hot glue approx. 
5 cm above the glue line

— Check the inclination of the shower wall

— Secure with support
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B10 - Cleaning and maintenance

B11 - Gluing more walls

Important: 
The leaked solid surface adhesive
allow to cure)

— Remove leaked glue from the corner to 
the next shower wall

— Repeat steps B6-B10 for the adjacent 
walls
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B12 - Remove auxiliaries

— Carefully remove the blocks and battens 
(we recommend using a rubber mallet).

B13 - Reworking joints

— Grind glue joints fl ush with gear eccen-
tric grinder and supplied grinding set

— Attach blocks for support
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B14 - Secure position

— Insert supports
— Allow to cure overnight

Important: 
The fi xing time varies depending on the 
adhesive.
Observe the manufacturer‘s specifi ca-
tions

B15 - Floor connection

— Process the sealing tape according to the 
required sealing standard. 

 Important:
This work must be done by a skilled per-
son (e.g. tiler)
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
